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TAXES

Localities in Virginia collect a 1% sales tax. They do not tax other items taxed at the State level.

Counties and cities in Virginia are separate taxing entities. Therefore, a company pays taxes to either
a county or to a city.

If a company is located in a town, it pays town and county taxes except for utility taxes which are
paid only to the town and the license tax which is paid only to the town unless town law permits the
additional collection of a county tax.

Manufacturers pay real estate, machinery and tools, truck and automobile, utility, and sales taxes.

Nonmanufacturers pay real estate, tangible personal property, truck and automobile, utility, and sales
taxes. They also may pay either a merchants' capital or a license tax.

COMMUNITY FACILITIES

Medical care is available to county residents at two area medical centers. Riverside Tappahannock
Hospital, nine miles from Warsaw, is a 100-bed facility that offers general surgery, 24-hour
emergency care, family medicine, physical therapy, and obstetrics. Rappahannock General Hospital in
nearby Kilmarnock is a 76-bed facility also offering general surgery, internal medicine, obstetrics,
orthopedics, and diagnostic services.

The public health department located in Warsaw provides an assortment of medical services on a
countywide basis.

The Warsaw Health Care nursing home provides progressive long-term care for 180 patients.
There are seven physicians and three dentists who maintain practices in Richmond County.

The county operates a joint public library system in conjunction with the Warsaw campus of
Rappahannock Community College. Library facilities at this site circulate over 35,000 volumes.

Approximately 27 churches representing the leading Protestant denominations are located in
Richmond County. Catholic churches can be found in Essex, Lancaster and Westmoreland Counties.
Jewish synagogues are located in the cities of Fredericksburg and Richmond.
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A variety of shopping opportunities are available in the community. Over 75 retail and service-related
establishments are dispersed throughout the county. The town of Warsaw serves as the commercial
hub for the Northern Neck. The bustling downtown area of the town has over 100 businesses that
offer a broad retail mix of grocery, specialty, and department stores. Richmond County's close
proximity to the city of Richmond also enables residents easy access to the numerous shopping
centers and malls available in the metropolitan area.

LIFESTYLE

Ideally situated on the Rappahannock River, Richmond County offers residents and tourists numerous
opportunities for water-related activities. All along the river there are beautiful, unspoiled beach areas
where swimming and sunbathing can be enjoyed. There are five public boat ramps on the river that
provide exceptional fishing, boating, sailing and water skiing opportunities. Nearby, Westmoreland
State Park has an excellent beach, boat ramps, hiking trails, picnic areas, campsites, and lodging
facilities. The newly acquired Belle Isle State Park is in adjacent Lancaster County.

The Richmond County YMCA offers several programs for youth and adults. Additional public
recreational facilities in the county include four tennis courts, five ball fields and three campsites. A
privately owned resort, open to the public offers swimming, camping, boating, tennis and a three-hole
golf course. A new 18-hole golf course is located on the border of Richmond County and
Northumberland County.

Deer, waterfowl and small game are plentiful during hunting season.

The county holds several annual festivals. Warsawfest, a two-day event in October offers musical
entertainment, dance performances, food, and arts and crafts. The Richmond County Fair celebrates
the agricultural heritage of the county for three days annually in late August.

Richmond County is easily accessible to the city of Richmond. This dynamic metropolitan area offers
an array of sporting events, theater productions, concerts, lectures, art exhibitions and historical
attractions.
